Section 3 clearly states that the Board of Public Works must give approval before funds are dispersed from this program.  Additional documents will show laws which state a clerk treasurer who disperses funds without approval "shall" be removed from office.

You will see references to the fact that the BOPW had to approve all loans from this program.  There are documents that will show Dave was not as forthcoming about when funds were expended as he could have and probably should have been.  

* Recommendation from several persons: the city should consider a better way to be more thorough when approving expenditures.  As in the past, the BOPW continues to approve  expenditures as a "group" rather than individually.  However, to approve each item would be timely. Perhaps a designated BOPW member should review each item prior to meeting? 
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Its important to note that this statement appears numerous times throughout various documents. There are additional documents which indicate Dave was not as "forthcoming" as he could have and should have been with city council, mayor and board of public works. In addition there are state laws which clearly state a clerk treasurer who does not get the approval of the city's governing body shall be removed from office.

In this paragraph Dave states there are businesses that have been taking classes.  A USDA guideline says that applicants must have prior business experience or must take classes in order to be approved for loans.    I could find no records of any applican	 taking classes- however there is ample indicators that loans were given to persons without business experience or classes.  One of those would be Digital Dreams- who stated at a recent city council meeting he didn't attempt a bank loan because he knew he would be laughed at due to his young age and lack of business experience.  Not only is the lack of classes a problem but the failure to at least attempt conventional loan sources is an issue. Look for additional documents which cover applicants responsi�ilities to attempt other sources and administrators duty to make viable, reasonable loans.  

* The USDA did not intend for funds to go to persons who were high credit risks or lacked business experience.  The programs purpose was to give legitimate businesses and-or persons opportunities to expand their company, create or retain jobs.  Not "give someone who couldn't get a loan anywhere else "a chance."
